In August 1945, at the age of five, Ms. Katada was on her way from Tokyo
to Kumamoto with her mother. However, due to the atomic bombing of
Hiroshima, train service was suspended, and they were forced to pass through
Hiroshima on foot. On August 7, led by her mother’s hand, she walked through
the scorched ruins of the city, heading toward the next operational train station.

At this testimony event, she will recount her experience based on
handwritten notes left by her mother. She will also share the common struggles
and anxieties faced by atomic bomb survivors, along with a heartfelt message for
younger generations. Her wish is simple yet profound: “I never want future
generations to go through what we experienced.”

We hope this gathering will be a time for all of us to reflect together on the
importance of peace. This is a rare and meaningful opportunity, so please feel free
to attend with your family, colleagues, or friends. Everyone is warmly welcome.
